Gentlemen:

We ars sending you tcdey under separate ccver a box
containing leeves, twigs and acorns of &n evergreen hybrid oek which
we found on the shores of Boush Crsek, south of Norfolk, Virginia.
This tree was growing about twaﬁtwaive feet from the vater's edg
near brackish water. It was dug end transplanted to Williemsburg
in 1938, At the time of moving it about 15%- 18" tall and hed a
trunk dlemeter from three to four inches at the groumd. This tree
grew no nearer than approximately one-half mile from Live Ozk trees.

fince trensplanting the tres in Wiliiamsburg it has
grown to a height of between thirty-five and forty feet, and lis
trunk dismeter is now from 10 %o 12 inches at the ground.

_ The tree grows inm true pyramidel shape with all
branches turning up slightly at the ends of the branches.

Since plenting in Williamsburg the tree has lost
it leaves in the winter only once, =nd at thet time the temperature
went below 15°., In that year most of cur Live Ozks also shed thelr
leaves during thst particularly cold winter.

The acorns are much mors beautiful then the specimens
we are sending you because these have been lying on the ground since
last fall. The amcorms are beautiful dark brown, very shiny, and the
cups ave beautiful gray and unususlly long.

When found on Boush Creek this tree was growing in
the vicinity { 30-feet ) of another specimen which was similer in
habit, slthough the leaves were brosder end "stubbier”, and more
serrated. I have never seen this specimen anywhere in my travels
between here and Florids.

Thig is such z besutiful tree that there seems o be
2 posaibility of its being & very desirable tree for street tree
planting from Virdnia - South.
